e celebrate Labor Day
on the fifth of this month
and in doing so we are

reminded of the dignity of the
laborer and the work that she or
he undertakes.

Pope Leo XIIT in his day
promulgated the first social
encyclical letter, Rerum Novarum
and examined the condition
of workers, which at that time
was particularly distressing for
industrial laborers who languished
in inhumane misery. The
principles affirmed by Pope Leo
XIII were taken up again and
studied more deeply in successive
social encyclicals. Some of these
principles were incorporated into
U. S. legislation.

"The rights of workers in these
teachings, like all other rights,
are based on the nature of the
human person and on his or her
transcendent dignity. Some rights
listed in the encyclical letters
include the right to a just wage; the
right to rest; the right to a working
environment and to production
processes which are not harmful to

Work brings fulfiliment to our world but itis
important to remember the rights of workers

the workers’ physical health or to
their moral integrity; the right that
one’s personality in the workplace
should be safeguarded “without
suffering any affront to one’s
conscience or personal dignity; the
right to appropriate subsidies that
are necessary for the subsistence
of unemployed workers and their
families, the right to a pension and
to insurance for old age, sickness,
and in case of work-related
accidents; the right to social
security connected with maternity;
and the right to assemble and form
associations.

These rights are often
infringed, as is confirmed by
the sad fact of workers who are
underpaid and without protection
or adequate representation;
workers who are cut in the number
of hours so that benefits can be
denied; workers who are kept
on minimum wage for decades;
agricultural workers who are
mistreated; and workers who
are oppressed by employment
contractors who import foreign
workers and charge excessive fees
while sometimes placing them in
unhealthy or oppressive situations.

Work is part of the original
state of the human person and
precedes the fall mentioned in
Genesis; therefore it is not a curse.
As Pope John Paul II reminded us
in his encyclical letter The Image
of God, all persons are created
in the image of God. Because
God is our Creator, and persons

are created in the image of God,
persons are to live out that image
by working with creation —in a
sense continuing to develop that
activity and perfecting it as we
advance further and further in
the whole of creation. Work is
participation in the activity of
God. St. Benedict said to work is
to pray.

Our work can be understood
and experienced as drudgery
— an experience thought of as
the penalty of God stated in
Genesis: “By the sweat of your
brow you will earn your bread.”
Insofar as this image controls our
thinking and acting, work will be
understood as something to be
avoided or under appreciated. But
the Catholic understanding of
work differs in that work is seen
as essential to our humanity — the
means by which people reach out
to bring fulfillment to the world,
and in doing so, bring fulfillment
to themselves and to other people.

Work can provide us
compensation, occupation, status,
success and satisfaction (what
we get out of it). Even more of
a benefit comes when we offer
that which we do as a gift to God
through Jesus the worker who
knows what it is to work in a
human fashion. All for Thee,
O Lord! +

SACRAMENTS OF GOD’S GRACE:

SHARING AND RECEIVING

GOD’S LOVE

he Sacramental Principal is one
Tof the central aspects of our

Catholic faith. It refers to the
truth that the presence and love of the
risen Christ is communicated through
objects, words and gestures. In each
of the seven sacraments material
objects such as water, oil, bread and
wine and gestures, such as the laying
on of hands, communicate a hidden
reality. The following encounter
speaks to me of the sacramentality
within each one of us. Given the
fact that the Church itself is a
sacrament of Christ’s presence, each
of us as members of the Church, are
“sacraments” of Christ’s presence.

After celebrating the monthly
Spanish liturgy in Oak Grove on
Saturday, May 7, Evelyn Ridings, a
parishioner of Sacred Heart Church,
indicated that there were a group of
people she very much wanted me to
meet. Not knowing what to expect,
I got in her car and we drove to
an abandoned building. When we
arrived I got out of the car and met
a group of migrant hispanic farm
workers who were resting after a long

week. Iintroduced myself
to the men and women

in their native tongue
and asked them if there
was anything I could
bring them to make their
lives more comfortable.
They indicated that they would like
some clothes. That Monday I drove
back to the building with Fr. Siby,

the Parochial Vicar of The Church

of Jesus the Good Shepherd. We
delivered the clothes and scheduled a
visit in which we would celebrate Mass
with the group.

On May 25 I joined a group
including JoAnn Crone, Betty
Cummings, Deacon Tim Cotita
and his wife Missy, and Fr. Siby in
driving to the abandoned building.
We delivered the clothes that we
had bought for the children who
were living on the premises and then
celebrated Mass in Spanish with the
group. The Mass was celebrated
outside on a picnic table. My homily
dealt with the dignity of being a
member of the Body of Christ. The
Mass was celebrated as night fell and

the Eucharistic Prayer was prayed by
flashlight. Before the next visit JoAnn
Crone headed up an effort to gather

clothes for the men and women,
which were to be delivered during the
group’s next visit. She went to great
effort to publicize the need for clothes
among the people of Good Shepherd
parish. Betty Cummings made
individual bags for each farm worker
who indicated a need for clothes.

On June 2 a second group visited
the farm workers. We delivered over
forty bags filled with items and the
group gathered around the outside
picnic table as we again celebrated
Mass together. As during the previous
visit the night grew dark as we
worshipped together. After Mass
each of those who attended the
Eucharist requested and received an
individual blessing.

Another group of farm workers
will return to the area soon and 1
look forward to continuing the work
among these sisters and brothers. Our
encounters with the workers allowed
us to not only share Christ with them
but also to receive Christ through
them, and the experience has been
one of the highlights of my ordained
priesthood. How do you make Christ
present to the people in your life
— especially those who are most alone
and in need? 4

New Biography Details Struggles and Glories of the Life of the Rosary Priest
American Apostie of the Family Rosary: The Life of Patrick J. Peyton, CSC

He reached millions of people with his message
of peace and prayer through radio and television.
He led 40 massive crusades around the world,
preaching family unity through praying the rosary.

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“In loving detail, this story covers how the Rosary Priest
drew approximately 28 million people to rosary
rallies around the world, headed a major production
studio in Hollywood, met with world leaders

and became a friend to Mother Teresa and Pope
John Paul II,” said Father. Along the way, Father

| Peyton never forgot his one true calling: priest in
the Congregation of Holy Cross, devoted to Mary,
Mother of Christ. The book tells how he continued

. to pray the rosary daily throughout his life, starting

from his youth at home in Ireland. Father Peyton

became convinced this was his path when he contracted
tuberculosis and was told by doctors nothing more could
be done. He prayed to Mary and was miraculously healed.
In the book, Father Gribble, also a Holy Cross priest,
quotes Father Peyton talking about Mary and his recovery:

“When I needed her and her power and her friendship, she

didn’t forget that ever since I had been a little child and could

open my mouth, I had used that power to say the Rosary; so
when I needed her friendship, she was glad to give it to me.”

OUT FISHING -
FOR YOUTH, THAT IS!

t times I feel like
I'm in a swiveling
chair, seeing and

experiencing new and
urgent realities about
Hispanics and the
Church and then wanting
to turn around and

grab somebody to tell
them about it so they’ll
respond. One of these
recent “Whoa!” moments
impels me to ask, “Say,
did you know that right
now almost half of U.S.
Catholics ages 30 and
younger are Hispanic?!”
Up to now the response
has often been based on
an unspoken assumption
that “The kids pretty much know
English, let them attend the
(English-speaking) youth groups we
already have.” But since they have
both a different language of the
heart, different cultural experiences
and expressions of faith, it simply
hasn’t worked. Sticking with that
approach, we risk either losing half
of our young Catholics or ending
up without well-formed adult
leaders for our Church.

The National Catholic
Network de Pastoral Juvenil
Hispana (“La Red” = The Net),
in collaboration with the Bishops’
Committee on Hispanic Affairs
and 15 other national Catholic
groups, is addressing this concern
as they cosponsor the First
National Encuentro (gathering,
encounter) of “jovenes” (youth,
generally considered those

between 16-30 years of age).
Using the Biblical image of

“throw your nets out into the
deep” to catch others for Christ,
this First Encuentro aims to
promote the active, enthusiastic
and co-responsible participation of
Hispanic youth/young people in
the life and mission of the Church
in the United States. The process
will gather the input of Hispanic
youth and those involved with
them to create a dynamic, vital
plan for this ministry. It is also to
help the Church as a whole — all of
us — to understand, embrace and
affirm the unique cultural identity,
reality, and gifts of Hispanic youth
and young adults.

Since we have not as yet had
any Hispanic youth groups here
in our diocese, this process is
an impetus for us to begin this

necessary work. The
youth we are beginning
to gather (at this point
mostly in Shreveport/
Bossier and West
Monroe) will participate
in 5 sessions, calling them
to an encounter with the
living Christ, the Way to
Conversion, Communion,
Solidarity and Mission.
They will be sent out
to invite other Hispanic
youth to a day-long Parish
Encuentro from which
delegates will go to a
Diocesan Encuentro early
next year. Then twelve
delegates will, God-
willing, participate in the
Regional Encuentro in April and
six in the First National Encuentro
next June at Notre Dame, Indiana.
The strength of our current
and future Church depends on
our efforts now. Please support
this effort in prayer and any
other way you can, particularly
by encouraging any Hispanic
youth you meet (particularly in
Wal-Mart, Super 1 and buffet
restaurants, many of them working
at GM, in restaurants, gardening,
or construction) to contact the
Hispanic ministry office (fliers
in Spanish available!). Jesus call
each of us to bring others to Him.
Have a great time fishing! 4

‘Theology On Tap’' Taps
Into Young Aduits’ Needs

i

explanation for the success of
Theology on Tap over the past
quarter-century: “What else is there?”

Decades ago, he noted, young
adults were the backbone of Catholic
parish life. But as Americans began
to live longer, they stayed involved
in ministries even as seniors -- so the
young adults who once took over for
them were not pulled into parish activi-
ties. Instead, as Catholics entered their
20s and 30s, they began to drift away
from the church.

Theology on Tap is attempting to
bring them back. Begun 25 years ago in
the Archdiocese of Chicago, where Fa-
ther Cusick is director of young adult
ministry, Theology on Tap is a speaker
series targeting 20- and 30-somethings,
both married and single.

It has grown in popularity over the
years and has inspired others to initiate
similar speaker series; organizers even
copywrited the name to ensure that
dioceses who use the program keep to
its goals.

Kate De Vries, the Archdiocese’s
associate director for young adult
ministry, called Theology on Tap
a catechetical tool. Topics for the
speaker sessions, held in parishes in the
Archdiocese, are drawn from the Gen-
eral Directory for Catechesis. They
range from the nature of God to what
it means to “be Church.”

“There’s a horrible stereotype that
the church is for losers, weirdos and
Bible-beaters,” Ms. De Vries stated.
"Theology on Tap, she said, lets partici-

pants know “the church is for people
like me, [who are] asking questions and
struggling with issues.”

Dioceses in approximately 44
U.S. states and a
half-dozen other
countries now offer
Theology on Tap.
Some dioceses
vary the format; in
Atlanta and other
dioceses, for ex-
ample, speakers ad-
dress audiences in
restaurants or bars.
Many dioceses hold
monthly sessions at
one site, while the
Chicago Archdio-
cese offers talks at
many parishes, but
only during the
sumimer.

In Albany,
NY, Theology on
Tap sessions have explored subjects like
silence in prayer and “being a Christian
couple.” Father Cusick said the topic
most crucial to the young adults he
meets is relationships.

“It’s really hard to find somebody
today,” he noted.

Ms. De Vries said the theme of
relationships is an undercurrent in
many talks, from those on sexuality
to explorations of the “Our Father.”
Other well-attended sessions discuss
work or spirituality.

Theology on Tap attracts both
young adults involved in parish life
and those who “have not set foot in a
church in years,” she said.

“Some people use Theology on
Tap as a way to test out what they’ve
heard about the Catholic Church, a
way to come back,” she explained.
“Once they see that the church does
care for them, some come back — and
some is a whole lot better than none.”

Father Cusick believes the key
to drawing young .
adults back to the
church is to emulate
“Jesus’ method of
organizing: direct,
personal invitation.”

Only a small
percentage of
young adults who
find Theology on
Tap do so through
a bulletin or pulpit
announcement, he
said; the majority
are invited by an

organizer or friend. That outreach is so
crucial that the Chicago Archdiocese
has prepared a 100-page manual for
other dioceses on how to do Theology
on Tap effectively.

Over the past 25 years, Father Cu-
sick estimated that tens of thousands of
young adults have attended Theology
on Tap. Many tend to be “Catholic but
not parochial,” he said, and have a poor
understanding of church traditions.

“We hear a lot about spiritual
hunger,” he remarked. “People are
having a restless experience in everyday
life. You put on a Theology on Tap
program, and they’re there.”

Father Cusick said he often sees
young adults who attend Theology on
"Tap become or stay connected to par-
ishes. Ms. De Vries added that many
attendees meet and marry because of
Theology on Tap.

One couple, she said, met at a
session one year and became engaged
at one the next. Another couple told
her, “Fourteen years ago, we met at
Theology on Tap; now, we have three
beautiful children.”

As Theology on Tap celebrates its
25th anniversary, the Chicago Arch-
diocese is planning a conference in
October, gathering those who host the
program across the United States to
discuss how it works best.

Father Cusick said that the world
changes too fast for him to predict the
future of Theology on Tap.

“All T know is, it’s still going,” he
said. “This has become a niche in the
Catholic Church for young adults. 'm
very proud of it.”
