Luke repeats this same pattern over and over – so it is almost certainly not historical.


When he is “short on data” Luke uses “patterns”

It looks like most of the grief that Paul gets comes from Jesus!

Contrast the letters of Paul!  He got more grief from his fellow Christians than from Jews!


Luke is reluctant to tell us about that.


His is the story of “the way the Church should have been” 



More than “the way it was.”
v. 46  We are turning to the Gentiles.    This is not “once and for all”

In the next town, Paul is going to go to the Jews first again.
v. 47. Quote from Isah 49:6 – applied to infant Jesus by Simeon in Luke 2

v. 50  “stir up” (parotunō)  The only time in the entire Greek Bible
v.  52    full of joy and “holy spirit”
